The Problem with ‘
Pet Waste...

Pet waste is a health risk to pets and
people. Pet waste is full of bacteria that
can make people sick. If it's washed
into the storm drain and ends up in our
rivers, lakes, and streams, the bacteria
ends up in our fish and aquatic life.
Unless people take care of it, the waste
enters our water with no treatment.

In addition to transferring harmful
pathogens to our water, pet waste also
leads to increased biological oxygen
demand, thus reducing the oxygen
content of the water and making it
difficult for aquatic life to survive.
